Searches that Bring Up Passages which do not Contain the Searched for Words
Occasionally a search will produce passages that do not contain the searched for word. That is usually due to the fact that the searched for word or phrase is also contained in the title of a work. This occurs because the program inadvertently includes the title of works in the search. Thus if one searches for “wisdom” every passage in the work Divine Love and Wisdom will be listed. Or if one searches for “arcana” it will produce all 10,000+ passages in the Arcana Coelestia. Or if one searches for “charity” it will produce all the passages in the work Charity.

We are working on solving the problem. When we do, we will post an updated program to the support site www.newsearchsupport.net. In the meantime, here is a partial work around.  There are 3 scenarios:

1. To find the passages that have “wisdom” in the text but not in the title, exclude the title by searching for: “wisdom not w/2 love.” Since the title is “Divine Love and Wisdom,” this formulation excludes the title. Similarly, to search for “arcana” use: “arcana not w/2 of coelestia.” The same holds true for any other search which has words which are also part of the titles of works. 
2. For works that have a one word title (e.g. Charity) a different method is needed. To search for “charity” and exclude the title, use: “charity not w/7 coulson and charity not w/7 whitehead.”  The title includes the translator’s name which is why the above method works to exclude all title words.  

3. To find passages where the searched for phrase contains the words of a book title, such as “conjugial love,” the method in #2 also works.  Unfortunately, when there are many translators, this will be more time consuming and any error in entering the search criteria will result in 0 hits.  So to search for “conjugial love” use: Conjugial Love not w/7 (acton or rogers or wunsch or chadwick or warren)
(Note: when it is a joint translation, only one of the names is needed)

You will notice that for the first case the search criteria of “w/2” (within 2 words) is used whereas “w/7” (within 7 words) is used with the subsequent cases.  The reason for this is that title words may be part of the desired search.  Thus to stretch out the search to 7 words might also exclude possible passages for consideration.  But since authors’ names are unlikely to be searched for, by extending the search to 7 words ensures the title is excluded.
